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Seminar Explores Economic Impacts of TAPI Project on Afghanistan
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An academic seminar titled «<Economic Impacts of the TAPI Project on Afghanistan>s Economy» was held at the Ministry of Economy. The seminar,
organized in collaboration of the Ministry of Economy and Khatam Al-Nabiyeen University, was held in the presence of Dr. Abdul Latif Nazari, the
Technical Deputy Minister of Economy, along with department heads and staff from the ministry and the academic board from Khatam Al-Nabiyeen
University, in the conference hall of the Ministry of Economy.

During this seminar, the economic consequences of the TAPI project were analyzed and discussed from various perspectives.

Dr. Abdul Latif Nazari emphasized the significance of the TAPI project as a key factor in Afghanistan>s economic development in his speech. He stated,

needs.»

The technical Deputy Minister also highlighted the extensive impacts of this project, adding, «The TAPI project can lead to an increased national
revenue, gas revenues, direct and indirect job creation, reducing unemployment rates, attraction of foreign investments, infrastructure development,
enhancing regional integration, and improving economic stability.»

In continuation Dr. Barat Ali Naqvi, an academic board member at Khatam Al-Nabiyeen University and presenter of the seminar, analyzed the direct
and indirect impacts of the TAPI project on the labor market, investment, and economic growth in Afghanistan. He emphasized that this project not
only aids in providing sustainable energy but also plays a crucial role in the country>s economic development by creating new job opportunities and
attracting foreign investments.

Participants of this seminar stressed on importance of international cooperation and the role of the TAPI project in strengthening Afghanistan>s
economy. They noted that the success of this project could serve as a successful model for regional and international cooperation, and highlights
Afghanistan’s role as a key player in the energy and economic sectors of the region.

Health education is provided to the parents of these children to ensure that in the future, their children are protected from any illnesses. an average
of 7 to 14 families, or even more benefit from these trainings daily.

After the training, children and needy families are identified and refers to the mobile clinic monitored by the HADAF organization to access free
medical services.

Particularly for children suffering from malnutrition, nutritional supplements (plumpy nut) are distributed, and special health services are provided.
The monitoring team of the Economy Directorate of Balkh Province appreciates the efforts of HADAF organization in improving the health and
nutritional status of displaced families.
